FRANKLYNE BIOGRAPHY

This versatile, self-taught artist was born in Montreal on January 26, 1962, and picked up the guitar at the age of eight. By the age of twelve, she was already performing top-40 repertoire in bars.

In 1980, she recorded two albums: “Le Maraudeur” and “Térapi Primal” with Térapi, her punk rock band who went on to open for Nina Hagen, Gang of Four, The Fixx and Rough Trade.
 
She was later invited by Michel Lemieux to join him on the world tour (1988) of his show: Mutation.

She founded the band Frankline et les Fleurs Sauvages in 1989 and won, as part of Rock Envol, the Musique Plus people’s choice award with her song Rock’N’Roll Girl.

In 1992, she directed and produced both Rock 'n' Roll Girl and Prends une chance avec moi music videos from the self-titled Frankline et les Fleurs Sauvages album, with six tracks broadcasted across Canada and distributed in Europe by Warner Brothers France.

In 2007, Franklyne directed and produced the album Nouveau Scénario featuring new songs swaying between waltz, cha-cha, samba, rumba, ballads, reggae, and country. The release of this latest album in October 2007 led to a week of concerts at the famous UU Theater in Provincetown, U.S.A.–where Franklyne appeared on the cover of The Banner newspaper–then, in Vancouver at the Gabrielle Roy Theatre, in Surrey, B.C., at Place des Arts and several other venues.


She was a guest on Patrick Norman’s show in 2010, Pour l’amour du Country, in New Brunswick.

In 2015, as a lifelong lover of folk and country music, Franklyne launches her album Country Junky featuring twelve tracks, all written and produced by the rocking blonde. The songs, Country Junky, I Love U, Je Prend la route, La Valse du Plateau and Avant de Partir, make their way onto the Quebec radio and digital charts. 


Franklyne won 2nd place in the Stingray Rising Stars in the Country Pop, Folk – singer-Songwriter category, in front of a full house during the last edition of the Festival Wester de St-Tite. The jury loved th frenzied rhythms and contagious energy of her song Country Junky, from her recent self-titled album.
